The interpersonal sensitivity factor scores of those teachers were significantly lower than domestic norm levels( = —4.399 P <0.01)

matization obsessive — compulsive depression anxiety hostility horror and pararwia factors scores of female teachers were all signif—
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icantly higher than those of male teachers(t = —3.87 ~ —1.978 P <0.01) . 3The interpersonal sensitivity and hostility factors scores
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of head teachers were higher than those of other teachers(t=2.070 P <0.05;¢=2.256 P <0.05). @The horror and psychoticism
factors score of teachers in rural areas were higher than those of other teachers( ¥ =4.717 P <0.01; F=5.520 P <0.01) . (®Score
of each factor of the older and highby educated teachers were higher than those of the young ( F =7.695 ~21.325 P <0.01) and low

education( F'=181. 587 ~431.086 P <0.01) teachers. Conclusion The interpersonal sensitivity of primary and secondary schools

teachers is relatively lower in Luoding. There are differences of mental health status of primary and secondary schools teachers in differ—

ent gender age position degree and area. Further work should be provided to improve the mental health of teachers.
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
