We preliminarily inves—
tigate the out — patients to get the information including the prevalence of infectious diseases medication doses maintaining rate and
drugs abuse and then give descriptive statistics for general. Results The average daily methadone dose was 69 ml and the average
maintaining rate reached 73.8% . HIV cumulatively positive rate was 0.4% and HCV positive rate was 75. 1% and syphilis initial
screening positive rate was 2. 8% . By urine tests the positive rate of heroin amphetamine and ketamine was 18.68% 10.90% and
6.60% respectively. Conclusion Methadone maintenance treatment in Wuhan has been in full swing and it works well and also
the patients in MMT have still abused kinds of illegal substance.
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
