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[Abstract JObjective Investigate the human resources of mental healthcare institutions in Chengdu. Methods We gave out the
questionnaire to all the medical institutions that have psychiatric practice through the E — mail. Time up to September 1* 2013. All in—
stitutions surveyed data verification and interviews were conducted by the mental health center of Chengdu. Results There are 27 men—
tal healthcare institutions in total 2505 mental health workforce including 541 psychiatrists 1166 nurses 185 medical technicians 405
support staff and 208 other staff. That was 4. 61 psychiatrists and 9. 94 psychiatric nurses for every 100 000 people. Primary title and
intermediate title stood the first. Most of their education level was Bachelor degree or below. They are mainly young and middle — aged
with high mobility. The average age of psychiatrists and nurses were(38.6 +11.3) and (33.1 £10.4) . From 2007 to 2012 there
were 489 persons inflow and 313 persons outflow. The outflow reasons mainly were retired and resign. Conclusion The mental health
healthcare institutions were lack of human resources in Chengdu liquidity. The title and degree level were on the low side. Personnel
quality should to be improved.
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
