Methods Use self — made questionnaire to collect 23 felons identification cases from Yaan prison hospital of Sichuan province com—
pare and analysis their general situation and diseases types. Results They were mostly junior high school education level and below ac—
counted for 86.96% . No ability to serve accounted for 65.20% all of them were schizophrenia. Identified as having prison capacity
in line with the diagnosis of mental disorders accounted for 26.09% of which 8.70% of mental disorders due to epilepsy schizophre—
nia 4.35% alcohol induced mental disorder 4.35% unclassified mental disorder 4.35%  persistent mood disorder 4.35%  without
psychosis 8.
